Anesthesia

· Infiltration anesthesia: anestesia infiltrativa, por infiltración

· Conduction anestesia: anestesia conductiva - mentoniana

· Mandibular nerve block: alveolar inferior - mentoniana

· Tuberosity: troncular, tuberosidad

· Infraorbital nerve block: infra orbitatia

There are several anesthesia techniques used when developing different surgical procedures at the dental clinic. These are classified as follow:

1- Infiltration anesthesia (it blocks just a nerve)

2- Conduction anesthesia (it blocks a selected area and it can be a buccal, lingual or dental nerve)                                                                     
In upper jaws:

a) Maxillary nerve block or Tuberosity (upper posterior)

b) Nasopalatine nerve block (upper anterior)

c) Infraorbital nerve block (orbital foramen)

In lower jaws:

a) Inferior alveolar nerve block (lower posterior)

b) Mental nerve block (mental foramen)

c) Lower dental nerve block ( just the dental nerve but it irrigates all the lower posterior teeth)
